ACCREDITATION & CLEARANCE for FOREIGN JOURNALISTS 
All foreign journalists are required to obtain accreditation and clearance from the Secretary of the Media Council.

They therefore, have to notify in advance, the Department of Information and Broadcasting that they intend to undertake coverage in Uganda.

REQUIREMENTS

· Two passport photographs to be sent to the Secretary Media Council

· A letter of assignment form their representative Media

EQUIPMENT
Visiting journalists are required to carry detailed lists of their equipment stating their value.  Temporary importation of equipment is allowed – subject to customs clearance.
However, if television and radio facilities are required foreign journalists can inform the directors of Broadcasting and Television in advance on 
P O Box 4260, Kampala.

PROHIBITED OR RESTRICTED GOODS
Visitors carrying prohibited or restricted goods are required to declare them to the Customs Office at the point of entry.

Examples of such goods are:
· Firearms

· Ammunition

· Explosives

· Indecent or obscene films and publications

· Radio transmitters and receivers

· Dangerous drugs and psychotropic substances
